NOTICE FROM BOWLS SA MATCH & PROGRAM COMMITTEE 

Following the 2011/12 Metropolitan Pennant Review, Saturday and 

Wednesday Metro 3 and below will now be 12-a-side-competitions. 

The Match & Program Committee needs to clarify that as Metro 3 was pre-

viously a 16-a-side competition, the maximum number of sides that any one 

Club can nominate for Metro3 is two. 

The Clubôs second side will be required to travel to an adjacent section, e.g. 

one side Metro 3 North, and the other in Metro 3 West. 

There is no limit on the number of sides a Club can nominate for Metro 4; 

however there will be a maximum of two sides per section per Club. 

Clubs are also reminded that Pennant draws are based purely on geographi-

cal or travel requirements and not Regional alignment.

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ORIGINS OF WORDS & phrases 

RIGMAROL is an unusual word of interesting origin.  It is used to describe 

something disconnected, rambling and difficult to see a way through. It is well 

over 700 years old and dates back to 1291 when Scottish noblemen signed a Deed 

of Loyalty to King Edward 1 of England.  Each of them fixed their seal to it and 

when all the attachments were joined together and presented to the King it was 40 

feet long.  The Deeds were known as the Ragman Roll and it was a dishevelled 

mix and match of all the Scottish deeds, both confusing and complicated. Ragman 

Roll morphed into óRIGMAROLEô and became used to describe anything of a 

troublesome, time consuming and awkward nature. 

Acknowledgement for this column is given to Albert Jack who wrote the book  

ñRed Herrings and White Elephantsò and deals with the common phrases we use 

in our everyday language.  In the introduction of his book he states,ô In the course 

of a day, we all use many examples of what is known as an idiom. Idioms are 

words and phrases which those of us with a native English tongue take for granted, 

as we grow up and recognise their meaning. That is despite the words being used 

having absolutely nothing to do with the context of a conversation we are having. 

For example, if I explain I am writing this óoff the cuffô, you would immediately 

recognise it as an unprepared piece being written in one take, but why do I call that 

óoff the cuffô when it has nothing to do with my cuffs, much less being either on or 

off them. I can emphasise that any statement may be true by insisting that every 

word is óstraight from the horses mouthô. Again, we all know that means it has 

come directly from the source of information and is therefore reliable. But I have-

nôt got a horse. I have never spoken to one and unless I can find one that wins 

more often, even when I óhedge my betsô I guess I shall be óleft high and dryô 

To CUT AND RUN describes pulling out of a difficult situation and escap-

ing without disadvantage. The phrase was first recorded in 1704 and has a nauti-

cal meaning. Hauling a heavy anchor was a difficult task and took many men a 

considerable time to both free it and raise it back into the sling. Ships coming un-

der attack from the shoreline could suffer considerable damage before the anchor 

could be dislodged and raised; so it became standard practice to chop the hemp 

anchor line with an axe and to allow the ship to órun to the windô. By 1861 the 

phrase to ócut and runô was a standard navy expression. 

To USE YOUR LOAF means to show some common sense and intelli-

gence. The origin for this is simple ñuse your loaf of breadô, which is use your 

head in cockney rhyming slang. 
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FUNDAMENTALS IN SPORT 
 
Nothing in this world will guarantee a win. Fortunately for us, there are fun-
damentals that if followed will give us a greater chance of success. 
 
Too many bowlers at times put down a bowl with very little focus, hoping 
for success rather than planning the shot with intent. 
 
Playing a perfect shot is NOT the answer for success, It’s the understand-
ing in its entirety, your mental, visual, and physical actions that gave you 
the perfect shot. Noting and understanding your actions should become a 
ritual and it’s from this that a ―feeling‖ is born.  
This feeling is initially born from consistency. This phenomena The feeling 
tells us we’ve got it right from the beginning of the back-swing onwards. 
That feeling is common in many sports and we should focus on perform-
ance and self discipline to enable this to occur.  
 
There is no way that we can duplicate a good shot unless we understand 
in its entirety those mental and physical actions gave us that perfect shot, 
focusing and noting your own actions is the catalyst for success.  
Also there is no way we can make any positive corrections that will give us 
a greater chance of success unless we note and absorb those mental, vis-
ual and physical actions of the last delivery. 
 
Success breeds success and if we pay more attention to those ―little impor-
tant facts‖ we will become more consistent, and consistency is the founda-
tion for success. Our skill level is largely governed by those around us and 
one,s success can motivate others, motivation has a power within itself. 
 
Expertise in any sport depends on constant repetition of sound techniques 
 
Surely players in all sports owe it to themselves and to their sport to be a 
little more professionally minded in their attitudes to the task before them. 
 
Success in any sport is easy, If you work hard at it.
