to Police and the District Council and whether

into the reasons behind graffiti tagging no one has come up with a definitive answer.
The problem of Graffiti is a world wide one and in the scheme of things the attacks
on our property is miniscule when compared with the big picture but never the less
this does not alter the fact that a feeling of invasion exists after an attack has been
carried out against us. Graffiti databases have been created to allow vandalism inci-
dents to be fully documented against an offender
and help the Police to charge and prosecute offend-
ers for multiple counts of vandalism. They also pro-
vide law enforcement the ability to rapidly search
for an offender’s moniker or tag in a simple, effec-
tive and comprehensive way. The theory is that
when an offender is caught putting up graffiti, they
are not just charged with one count of vandalism;
they can be held accountable for all of the other
damage for which they are responsible

ORIGINS OF WORDS & PHRASES

To be left in the Lurch means you have been at a disadvantage, usually by some-
one close to you. There is an old French game of dice called ‘lourche’, the object
of which is to leave your opponent way behind you on the score card. When this
happens, the trailing opponent incurs a lourche (a disadvantage). The phrase be-
came anglicised via the card game of cribbage. During the scoring process if a
player reaches 51 holes on the cribbage board, before another reaches 31, the trail-
ing player is deemed to have been left in the lurch. It can also be noted that, once a
winner has placed his peg in the final hole of the score board, causing the game to
be over, he is considered to be Pegged Out, a phrase used to describe being ex-
hausted, or finished for the time being.

Not enough room to Swing a Cat is a reference to small tight places. It is often
thought the phrase originates from 17th century sailors needing space in which
they could swing the cat o’ nine tails but there is evidence from two centuries ear-
lier. Cat lovers read no furthelh the 15th century, there was a ‘sport’ involving
the swinging of cats (by the tail) into the air where they would become moving
targets for archers at fetes, fairs and country festivals. Crowded festivals would be
described as having no room to ‘swing the cat’.

To call someone a Berk is generally regarded as a mildly humorous put-down
without malice, but the origin of the phrase suggests it was very different to begin
with. Berk derives from a simple piece of cockney rhyming slang where anybody
referred to as a * Berkshire Hunt’ was on the receiving end of one of the most of-
fensive uses of rhyming slang. ‘Berkshire Hunt” was shortened to ‘Berk’ as a re-
placement for the original meaning, but these days, berk is not at all linked to it’s
original meaning by those using it.

A FOOTBALLER THAT DID MOST THINGS
MOST COULD ONLY DREAM OF

This extract was drawn from an article that was published on the Eyre Peninsula where the
Mortlock Football Carnival is played annually.

Remembering Bob Fuss is a good story, He was a player that accomplished
most things that most footballers can only dream of. Bob bean his football with
the Ramblers in 1960 and it was not long before he had made history in the
football world on Eyre Peninsula in 1961 as a young man he won the Club’s
best and fairest, the Great Flinders best under 21, the most consistent and, the
pick of the crop, the prestigious Mail Medal. In that year he also began his 13
year representative career at Mortlock. Bob was part of the Great Flinders team
that broke a 13 year drought when they beat Lincoln City by 17 points to win
the Shield in 1962. In 1967, 68 and 69 Bob again won the Club’s best and fair-
est award. His leadership qualities were displayed when as captain and coach of
Great Flinders he led the team to victory in the Caltex Country Championships
in Adelaide in 1972. Bob played 17 years with Ramblers, captained the side for
five years and coached the very strong Cummins with great success, winning
four premierships in a row from 1970 to 1973. He was a wiry player who
played in a hard, tough but very fair manner which is supported by his many
best and fairest awards. After playing the game Bob became a fine administra-
tor of the sport and was known for his colourful but quiet personality.

INCLEMENT WEATHER POLICY 2011-2012

Greens Unavailability

At each Member Club, the Greens Manager or their proxy shall decide whether or
not the greens are unsuitable for play for the whole day and shall notify their deci-
sion to the designated Bowls SA Region Coordinator before 10.30am (Wednesday
and Saturday); and 9.00am (Thursday).

Cancellation of Round Prior to Commencement of Play

The Match and Program Committee shall be the authority for determining whether
all games shall be cancelled and if so, this decision shall be announced as early as
possible. In making its decision, the Committee will be guided by the information
obtained from the designated Bowls SA Region Coordinators, and play will not be
cancelled unless 50% or more of all venues are declared unsuitable for play for the
whole day. Match and Program will inform Member Clubs if and when the can-
celled round is to be replayed.

Cancellation at Venue Prior to Commencement of Play

If the Match and Program Committee has not determined that all play is to be can-
celled, and if weather conditions deteriorate at a Member Club which has not de-
clared its greens unsuitable for play for the whole day, the decision whether or not to
play shall start due to the condition of the greens, shall be the sole responsibility of
the Member Club’s Greens Manager or their proxy.

Cancellation during Play

When play has commenced and weather conditions deteriorate, the Umpire of the
Day will stop play if the Home Club’s Greens Manager or their proxy closes the
green. This may be in regard to the condition of one or all greens at the venue. Play
shall not be resumed without the permission of the Greens Manager or their proxy.
The Umpire of the Day may also stop play if a Side Manager appeals on the grounds
that the weather condition are such that continuing to play would constitute a breach
of duty of care. A Side Manager’s appeal shall only affect the game in which their
side is engaged and shall not affect any other games at the same venue. The Umpire
of the Day may also act on his/her own discretion without appeal from either Side
Manager if it is felt that the conditions warrant cessation of play. If play has been
stopped it shall not be resumed without permission of the Umpire of the Day. Play
will be cancelled for the day if it is not possible to resume after one hour from the
time of the last stoppage. Play may not be cancelled until the expiry of the hour from
the last stoppage. See also Rule 5.8 of the Premier & Metropolitan Leagues Rules &
Conditions of Play.

Procedure in Inclement Weather

In the event of inclement weather players are to contact their Member Club to deter-
mine if play will proceed or be postponed. Players MUST NOT contact the Bowls
SA Office.
